The Council approved the council meeting minutes of 8/2/05.

The Council approved the July general operation bills.

The Council heard the recommendation of the Christmas decorating committee to purchase new Christmas decorations from a Georgia company. When the mayor called for a motion to support the recommendation, none was made, thus dying for lack of a motion. Money for the project would have come from donations, not the city general fund. The committee will be disbanded.
